Instructions to Authors

Editorial Policies

Journal of Cardiac Failure publishes original communica-
tions of scientific excellence and review articles on clini-
cal research, basic human studies, animal studies, and
bench research with potential clinical applications to
heart failure—pathogenesis, etiology, epidemiology,
pathophysiological mechanisms, assessment, preven-
tion, and treatment.

Published articles must be in compliance with human
studies guidelines and animal welfare regulations. Au-
thors should indicate in the manuscript that human sub-
jects have given informed consent and that the institu-
tional committee on human research has approved the
study protocol. Similarly, they should indicate that stud-
ies involving experimental animals conform to institu-
tional standards.

Manuscripts

thors should submit the final version of their manuscript
on diskette if possible. Authors may contact WB Saun-
ders Gompany for more information on submitting manu-
scripts on diskette or should download a copy of the
Instructions for Submitting Manuscript on Diskette
from the WB Saunders Company Web site at www.
whsaunders.com. Original works will be accepted with
the understanding that they are contributed solely to the
Journal of Cardiac Failure, are not under review by an-
other publication, and have not previously been pub-
lished except in absiract form. Accepted manuscripts
become the sole property of the journal and may not be
published elsewhere without the consent of the Journal

of Cardiac Failure. A form stating that the authors transfer

all copyright ownership to the journal will be sent from the
editorial office when the manuscript is accepted; this
form must be signed by all authors of the article.

The manuscript should be double-spaced with liberal
margins on good quality, nonerasable paper. The pages
should be arranged and numbered in the following order:
title page, abstract, key words, text references, figure
legends, and tables.

Manuscripts submitted to the Journal of Cardiac Failure
will not automatically be returned to the authors. The
